Local trucking companies are
available and can be arranged by the order
buyer at the buyer’s expense.

Beans, Sweet corn, berries, gourds, Indian corn,
cauliflower, apples, beets, cabbage, zucchini,
broceoli, potatoes, peppers, onions, cucumbers,
watermelon, muskmelons, tomatoes, pumpkins,
winter squash, and fall mums

October

Potatoes, onions, tomatoes, pumpkins, cabbage,
broccoli, cauliflower, gourds, Indian corn, apples,
peppers, and winter squash

Pumpkins, melons, squash, and gourds
sold by the piece
